Highway. (New Highway is the last light before 347 turns into Northern State 

Parkway). Hoyt Farm is 1.6 miles up on the left at a light. 

From the east on Jericho Tpke (Rte. 25) heading west: Make a left onto 

Harned road (Friendly’s on the corner). Go over Rte. 454. Make a left onto New 

Highway. Hoyt Farm is .8 (8/10) mile up on the right at a light.
